The even more marvelous aspect
of this is these gifts will keep on giv-
ing. An endowment is a gift of per-
petuity. The income from these
investments will be available each
year.

These funds are part of the
investment portfolio of the Catholic
Foundation of Southwestern Indiana
and are handled by a Board of
Directors representing all areas of the
Diocese of Evansville. We try to eval-
uate each year whether to re-invest
the funds or to take the distribution
for some use in the parish.

This will be the third year that
we are granting a $1,000 scholarship
to a person for pursuit of studies
beyond high school. The endowed
fund will allow this to happen each
year.

endowments to reduce the cost of
Vacation Bible School to the parents.
We are beginning to see the won-
derful financial benefits of endowed

funds.

The first of March we were fortu-
nate to hire Mrs. Jayme Walters as our
school social worker. A grant through
Youth First was obtained to hire Mrs.
Walters for two of the Diocesan
Schools. Mrs. Walters has been work-
ing at St. John on Monday through
Thursday and spends Friday at St.
Wendel School. She has met with
individuals, small groups, parents and
grade level classes. For the coming
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school year she will be working and
planning character education activi-
ties around our school theme for
next year...Go “Make a Difference”.

During Lent the students had the
opportunity to share the Stations of
the Cross in Chapel Hallway at
school or go to church on a weekly
basis. On Holy Thursday, Fr. Attila
shared a special service with the stu-
dents entitled “The Bread of
Life”...12 different loaves of bread
were broken and shared...prayer and
song were integrated through the
prayer service. On Good Friday, our
8th graders prepared the Living
Stations. They did a wonderful job
sharing this walk with our Lord.

Walters will also attend the camp.

This summer the teachers will be
trained to use an inquiry-based sci-
ence program. We will then pilot the
program for the coming school year
in K-8. Eli Lilly and Company, along
with the National Science Resource
Center, has formed the Indiana
Strategic Planning Committee for
Science Education. The program will
be a hands-on science based program
teaching the students to think critical-
ly and do problem solving at all levels.
We will continue to be a part of the
STEM program at USI with the
STEM truck coming to provide
materials to the school.

St. John School and Parish will
host the Back to School Workshop
and Mass for the Diocesan teachers on
August 5th. Our speaker will be John
Angotti. John will share his love of
music and the word of God to
encourage teachers to sing and pray
with their students. He will share
songs that can be used with the stu-
dents and teachers that support the
Diocesan theme for the coming
year...Go “Make a Difference”.

News from the Haiti Committee

As of this writing it has been a
little over four weeks since the tragic
earthquake devastated the Haitian
capital of Port-au-Prince. Since that
time there, has been an enormous
outpouring of international, national
and local support for the victims of
this disaster. In addition to the innu-
merable prayers offered by our
parishioners, St. John the Baptist has
supplied money and clothing to help
our sister parish.

For those who don’t know, our
sister parish in Grand-Bassin is locat-
ed about 90 miles north of the
earthquake area, so they were not
initially impacted. The impact to
Grand-Bassin came a little later as
multitudes of refugees from Port-au-
Prince relocated to the outer regions
trying to escape the destruction. This

has put a tremendous strain on the
already limited resources of the
area. Our support has been greatly
appreciated by Father Volvick and
his people.

While the earthquake did not
directly strike Grand-Bassin, it did
destroy the seminary where our
chief  translator, Pierre-louise
Domingue studies in Port-au-
Prince. After several anxious days
we were relieved to hear from
Domingue. While he received some
injuries, they were minor. We are all
very thankful to God for watching
over Domingue.

Even though the earthquake has
garnered most of the attention, our
normal support in Grand-Bassin
goes on. Over 75 students in
Grand-Bassin and another 12 in

the Dominican Republic continue
to benefit from our parish’s generos-
ity by way of annual tuition support.
Additionally, St. John the Baptist has
donated three used laptop comput-
ers to Father Volvick in an effort to
increase our communications capa-
bilities.

Finally, our first Haiti weekend of’
the year is scheduled for May 15
and 16.We look forward to sharing
more current information about our
sister parish with you at that time.

As always, “thank you” for your
continued support to Grand-Bassin.
